Our aquatics program works with youth at all skill levels 
to develop them as a whole swimmer. Summer training 
includes stroke development, conditioning, and 
preparation for the upcoming season. Swimmers 
participate in stroke clinics, stretching, and conditioning 
techniques. Swim lessons are available to everybody as 
young as 9 months old. Most of our swimmers have been 
with the program for an average of 10 years, developing 
their life skills during that time. Alumni swimmers have 
been recruited by Harvard, Johns Hopkins,  
US Air Force Academy, Purdue University and UCLA.
